The highest bhakti (bhaktir uttama) is defined as
continuous service or emotions (anusilanam) directed
towards Krsna, His expansion forms or others related to
Him (krsna), with a pleasing attitude towards Krsna
(anukilyena) . It should be devoid of desires other than
the desire to please the Lord (anyabhilasita-sanyar), and
unobstructed by impersonal jiidna, the materialistic
rituals of karma or other unfavorable acts
(jiana-karmady-anavrtam). (BRS)



1. Cesta rupa anusilanam

* Indicates continuous actions using mind, body
and words without any spiritual emotions
(Bhava)

* Generally refers to devotional service at the
sadhana bhakti stage



2. Bhava rupa anusilanam
* Indicates continuous actions using mind, body
and words with spiritual emotions

* Generally refers to devotional service in Bhava
and Prema bhakti stages



2) Detinition of Sadhana
Bhakti



Definition of Sadhana Bhakti
krti-sadhya bhavet sadhya-
bhava sa sadhanabhidha |
nitya-siddhasya bhavasya
prakatyar hrdi sadhyata ||

Action ot the senses (krti-sadhya), which produces
the stage of bhava (sadhya-bhava bhavet), is called
sadhana-bhakti (sa sadhanabhidha). This attained
state of bhava-bhakti (sadhyata) is an eternal sthayi-
bhava which is not created (nitya-siddhasya
bhavasya), but simply manifests within the soul by
the spiritual energy of the Lord (hrdi prakatyam).

That part of bhakti is called bhava (asau bhava
ucyate), whose essence is sarhvit and hladini sakti
(Suddha-sattva-visesatma), which is one ray of the
sun of prema which will soon rise in the heart
(prema-suryamsu-sam a-bhak) and which softens
the heart (c1tta-masrnya-krd) with desires to meet,
serve, and exchange love with the Lord (rucibhih).

 Now, this verse describes bhava, also called rati,
which is the general form of the sthayi-bhava,
and the bud of the sthayi-bhava which continues
to exist in the higher stages such as pranaya and
maha-bhava.

* By using the phrase suddha-sattva-visSesatma, the
author indicates that, in the future, this bhava
will transtorm into more elevated states,

(Culminating in maha-bhava.)



Definition of Bhava-Bhakti

* Here Suddha-sattva refers to samvit, which is a

transtormation of the Lord’s svaruipa-sakti.

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* Samvit means knowledge—whose intrinsic
nature is that it is self-revealing.

e Suddha-sattva, here, does not indicate the mode
of goodness, which is also called sattva, but
which belongs to material nature.

 As well, the combination of suddha-sattva with
the word [visesa. to form the word suddha-sattva-
visesa (excellent part of sud-dha-sattva), refers

to _another transtormation of the svartipa-sakti

called hladini.

* This Sakti is described in the Visnu Purana:

The hladini, sandhini and samvit Saktis are one energy
(hladini sandhin1 sarmvit eka), which resides in You
(tvayy), the shelter of all things (sarva-samsraye). The
mixture of happiness and distress found in the
material world (hlada-tapa-kari misra) does not exist
in You (na tvayi), who are beyond the gunas (guna-
varjite). Visnu Purana 1.12.69

* Following from this statement, it should be
understood that this hladini is the greatest
energy of the Lord, and should be understood to
be the very essence of all the combined,

concentrated transtormations of His svariipa-

Sakti.

* Furthermore, the power of the combination of
hladini and samvit causes the most intense state
of desiring to please the Lord.

e This intense desire resides within the Lord’s
eternal associates.

 Further, concentration of this condensed hladini
will transform bhava into the highest state of
maha-bhava called modana.

* The word(asau,/ in the text verse, indicates the
general form of bhakti, which is indicated as
continual service to Krsna with favorable
intentions (anukilyena krsnanusilanam).

 Even though the general form of bhakti was
indicated to have two torms (cesta and bhava),
in this verse, cesta-rupa-bhakti should not be
accepted as the meaning in this verse, since the
subject under discussion is bhava.

teelings (rather than action).

* What is the essential nature of that bhava?

* Bhava has, as its svariipa or essence (atma), Krsna’s
svariipa-sakti, in the form of hladini and samvit
(Suddha-sattva-visesa).

* This svariipa is an eternal object, an eternal
manifestation (nitya-siddha), situated within the
eternal dear associates of the Lord.
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* The femotional and/ perceptual functions of the
jiva for perceiving the Lord are accomplished by

the eternal samvit and hladini saktis.

 Furthermore, this bhava softens the heart
(mind) with its desires (rucibhih) for meeting
the Lord, serving the ILord favorably, and
attaining the friendship of the Lord.

* This bhava is also the sprout, which will become
prema, and which will be described later.

* By comparing prema to the sun, there is the
suggestion that, just as the sun will appear soon
after the light of dawn, prema will appear very
soon after the appearance ot bhava. B

. As well, it is like a ray of the sun (prema-
stiryarnsu-samya-bhak); it is the first glow of the
sun of prema.

* It_will be explained later that prema is the
condensed form of bhava: bhavah sa eva
sfmdrétmél budhaih prema nigadyate (BRS 1.4.1)

 This bhava, whose very form is the essence of
the hladini function of the Lord, should also be
understood to be non-material, since it makes
the/happiness of liberatio insignificant, brings
about the(Lord’s appearance, and produces bliss.

* Though this bhava is seen in the eternal
associates of the Lord, the mental conditions of
the devotees within this world become similar,
by the mercy of the Lord and His devotees. o

* By the process of executing regulated devotional
service, one is actually elevated onto the transcendental
stage, beyond the material modes of nature. (L 1,15:\/4\)

* At that time one's heart becomes illuminated like the
sun.

* The sun is far above the planetary systems, and there is
no possibility of its being covered by any kind of cloud;
similarly, when a devotee is purified like the sun, from
his pure heart there is a diffusion of ecstatic love which
is more glorious than the sunshine.

* Two verses now describe in more detail that rati
or bhava, which was just described, when it
appears in the Lord’s dear devotees in this world.

e That (asau), which has the form ot suddha-

sattva-visesa and has pleasure as its essence, is
called rati, because, literally, the meaning of rati
is “pleasure.”

Delinition of Bhava-Bhakti
Role of Samvit and Hladini Saktis
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* Though this rati is self-revealing (not dependent

on anything else), since it reveals Krsna and
everything else, it (by its mercy) manifests
within the functioning of the mind of the Lord’s
dear devotees in this world, and then becomes
one with their minds—it becomes their minds
and their emotions (tat-svariipatam vrajanti).




Delinition of Bhava-Bhakti
Role of Samvit and Hladini Saktis

* It appears (bhasamana) in the mind as it by the
actions of the mind (prakasyavat) (though it is
self-revealing, independent).

* This is like Brahman, the Supreme Lord, who,
though selt-revealing and independent, makes
His appearance as if being born.




Delinition of Bhava-Bhakti
Role of Samvit and Hladini Saktis

* By its own arrangement (svayam), bhava acts as
previous and later states—as both cause and
etlect.

* Factually, bhava is’ taste or delight itself, by its

portion which experiences the sweetness of
Krsna.

Two types of Bhava Bhakti

* This stage ot bhava is of two types: that arising

——<

from raga bhakti, and that arising from vaidhi

Ehakt}.

* The first type of bhava, arising from raganuga
bhakti, being greater in its strength and natural
feeling, with a predominance of the feeling that
the Lord is on an equal level and a distaste for
seeing the lLord as the almighty master, is very
thick or intense. B




Two types of Bhava Bhakti

* The second type, arising from vaidhi bhakti, being
somewhat lesser in strength and natural feeling,
with a type of possessiveness of the Lord mixed
with perception of the Lord as the almighty God,
is not so condensed. B

* These two types of bhava are tasted in two
ditferent ways in the two types of hearts possessed
of two types of spiritual desires in two types of

devotees,

Bhava appears in very fortunate persons in two ways (ati
dhanyanar bhavah dvedha abhijayate): by absorption in
sidhana (sadhana abhinivesena) or by the mercy ot Krsna
or His devotee (tatha krsna-tad-bhaktayoh prasadena).
Its appearance by sadhana is normal (adyah tu prayikah),
and its appearance by mercy is rare (dvitiyah udayah

viralah). (BRS)

* In this verse. the cause of bhava arising in the
devotees of this world is discussed.

* Persons become very fortunate (ati-dhanyanam)
by prior association with great devotees.




Ways in which Bhava-Bhakti appears

When the material life of a wandering soul (yada
bhramato janasya bhavah) has ceased (apavargo bhavet),
O Acyuta (acyuta), he may attain the association of Your
devotees (tarhy sat-samagamah). And, when he associates

with them (sat-sangamo yarhi), there awakens in him
devotion unto You (tadaiva tvayi matih jayate), who are
the goal of the devotees (sad-gatau) and the Lord of all
causes and their effects (paravarese). (SB 10.51.53)

Without bathing in the dust from the feet of great
devotees (vina mahat-pada-rajo-abhisekam), one cannot
realize the Lord (na etad yati) through concentration of
the mind (tapasa), performance of sacrifices (ijyaya),
distributing food (nirvapanad), building shelters for the
destitute (grhad va), studying the Vedas (cchandasa), or
performing austerities in the water, fire or the sun (jala-

agni-stryair). (SB 5.12.12)

* Elevation to this stage of jecstasy)can be possible

In two ways.

* One way is by constant association with pure
devotees.

* The other way is by the special mercy of Krsna
or by the mercy of a pure devotee of Krsna.




Srila Prabhupada on this Verse

* Elevation to the ecstatic stage of life is generally
attained through association with pure devotees, while
elevation to that stage by the special mercy of Krsna or
His devotee is very rare.

* The purport is that one should execute devotional
service rigidly in the association of devotees so that
there will be certainty in raising oneself to that ecstatic
position.

* In special cases, of course, there is special favor from
Krsna, and although we should always expect that, we
should not sit idly and simply wait for Krsna's special
mercy: the j rformed.




Srila Prabhupada on this Verse

* It is just as when, sometimes, it is found that a person

who never attended school or college may be

recognized as a great scholar, or an honorary degree

from great universities may be otfered to him.

e But this does not mean that one should avoid schogl

and expect to automatically receive an honorary degree

from some university.

e Similarly, one should cevoutly execute the regulative

principles of devotiona

ervice_and-at the same time

hope for Krsna's tavor or for His devotee's favor.

Bhava arising from sadhana (sadhana
abhinivesajah bhavah) has two types (dvividhah):
arising from vaidhi-sadhana, and arising from
raganuga-sadhana (vaidhi-raganuga-marga-
bhedena parikirtitah). Absorption in sadhana
@ (sadhana_abhinivesah tu) produces ruci_
(tatra__rucim nispadayan), then asakti (harav
asaktim utpadya), and then rati or bhava for the
Lord (asau ratirn samjanayaty). (BRS)

* The mercy, or anugraha, menti in this verse
means that the devotees gave their permission to
Narada to hear.

* This is the scriptural procedure.

* “You should also listen to these talks about
Krsna.”

« Manoharah (attractive) indicates, “Causing the
appearance of ruci.”

e Sraddha, or faith, is not mentioned in the verse,
since it is always a necessary element.

* Though one should mention that faith, as the
starting point of all stages, is the cause of rati,
the description is given in this way to show the
quick appearance of rati from absorption in the
stages arising after anartha-nivrtti.

An example of rising to the stage of ecstatic love by
executmg the regulative principles ot devotional service
is given in the life story of Narada, which is described to
Vyasadeva in Srimad-Bhagavatam._

Narada tells there of his previous lite and how _he
developed to the stage of ecstatic love.

He was engaged in the service of great devotees and
used to hear their talks and songs.

Because he had the opportunity to hear these pastimes

and songs of Krsna from the mouths of pure devotees,
he became very attracted within his heart.




Srila Prabhupada on this Verse

* Because he had become so eager to hear these

topics, he gradually developed within himself an
ecstatic love for Krsna.

* This ecstatic love is prior to the pure love of
Krsna, because in the mnext verse Narada

confirms that by the gradual process of hearing

from the great sages he developed love of
Godhead.




Srila Prabhupada on this Verse

* In that connection, Narada continues to say in
the First Canto, Fitth Chapter, verse 28, of the
Bhagavatam, "First 1 passed my days in the
association of the great sages during the rainy
autumn season. Every morning and evening I
heard them while they were singing and
chanting the Hare Krsna mantra, and thus my
heart gradually became puritied. As soon as I
heard them with great attention, the intfluence ot

the modes of material ignorance and passion

disappeared, and I became firmly fixed in
devotional service to the Lord."




Srila Prabhupada on this Verse

* This is a practical example of how one can
develop to the stage of ecstatic love simply by
the association of pure devotees.

* It is essential, therefore, that one constantly
associate with pure devotees who are engaged
morning and evening in chanting the Hare Krsna

mantra. '><

* In this way one will get the chance to purity his
heart and develop this ecstatic pure love for
Krsna.




Srila Prabhupada on this Verse

* This statement is also contirmed in the Third
Canto, Twenty-fifth Chapter, verse 25, of
Srimad-Bhagavatam, where Lord Kapila says,
"My dear mother, when a person is actually in
association with pure devotees, the sublime
potency of My devotional service can be
experienced."

* In other words, when a pure devotee speaks, his
words act upon the hearts ot the audience.

* What is the secret of hearing and chanting?



Srila Prabhupada on this Verse

* A professional speaker cannot impress transcendental
ecstasy within the hearts ot the listeners.

* However, when a realized soul who is engaged in the
service of the Lord is speaking, he has the potency to
inject spiritual life within the audience.

* One should, therefore, seek the association of such
pure, unalloyed devotees, and by such association and
service a neophyte devotee will certainly develop
attachment, love and devotion for the Supreme

Personality of Godhead.

This mercy (prasada) arises from the words of the
Lord (hareh vacika), the presence of the Lord
(aloka-dana), or just appears in the heart (harda
adayo). (BRS)




Ways in which Bhava-Bhakti appears
Bhava arising from the mercy of Krsna or His
devotee

* The mercy may be produced by the words
spoken by the Lord (vacika).

* Alternatively, the Lord may bestow mercy,
producing bhava, by showing Himselt to the
devotee (aloka-dana).




Ways in which Bhava-Bhakti appears
Bhava arising from the mercy of Krsna or His
devotee

* On the other hand, the mercy may simply
manifest in the devotee’s heart (harda).

* Mercy given by Vrndavana and other items are
included in the “mercy given by devotees.”

e Sometimes, however, it is found that without
undergoing any devotional process, one all of a sudden
develops devotion for Lord Krsna.

* This sudden development of the devotional attitude in a
person must be understood as a special mercy of Krsna
or of His devotee.

* This apparently accidental development of ecstatic
feelings through the causeless mercy of Krsna can be
d1V1ded into_three groups: simply by speaking, simply
by oy glancing and simply by good wishes.

* Bhakti to Visnu, which is the goal (upeya), has
appeared with-out sadhana (upayaih).

 The conclusion is that he attained bhava only by
the mercy of the Lord, since there is no evidence
of performance of any sidhana, or of obtaining
the mercy of devotees.

e This means that Narada himself admitted that the
natural development of Prahlada's ecstatic love was by
the grace of Lord Krsna.

e This natural attraction tfor Krsna on the part of Prahlada
was developed simply by the mercy of Narada.

* When Prahlada Maharaja was within the womb of his
mother, she was being sympathetically instructed by
Narada about the science of devotional service. and at

the same time Narada was wishing that the child within

the womb could also take advantage of the instructions.




Srila Prabhupada on this Verse

e Because Narada, an authorized devotee and great
associate of the Personality of Godhead, was desiring
auspiciousness for Prahlida Maharaja, he developed all
the characteristics of a high-grade devotee.

{ This is called natural attrac@

* It is caused by the special grace of the Personality of

Godhead or by the special grace of a great devotee like
Narada.

Reliable Qualities of a person who has developed

The anubhavas or characteristics (anubhavah) ot a
person who has developed the bud of bhava (jata-
bhavankure jane) are as follows (ity adayo syuh):
tolerance, not wasting time (ksantir avyartha-
kalatvamn), detachment from enjoyment, pridelessness
(viraktir mana-sunyata), confidence in the Lord’s
mercy, longing for the Lord (asa-bandhah
samutkantha), taste for chanting the name of the Lord
(nama-gane sada rucih), attachment to discussing
about the Lord’s qualities (asaktis tad-gunakhyane),
and attachment to living in the abode of the Lord
(pritis tad-vasati-sthale). (BRS)



Proof of Reliable symptoms of Bhava-Bhakti

Tolerance means (ksantih) “being undisturbed

During these ecstatic activities he sometimes sheds
tears.

detache(:L.

* In the beginning, of course, a neophyte devotee must
try to keep himself apart from all kinds of alluring
attachments, but the real position of a mature devotee is
that even in the presence of all allurements, he is not at
all attracted. T

e This is the actual criterion of detachment.

 In the Padma Purana it is stated that King Bhagiratha
was the emperor above all other kings, vet he developed
such ecstatic love for Krsna that he became a mendicant
and went out begging even to the homes of his political
enemies and untouchables.

* He was so humble that he respectfully bowed down
betore them.

There are many similar instances in the history of India.

Even very recently, about two hundred years ago or
less, one big landlord known as Lal Babu, a Calcutta
landholder, became a Vaisnava and lived in Vrndavana.

He was also begging from door to door, even at the
homes of his political enemies. Begging involves being
ready to be insulted by persons to whose home one has
come. That is natural.

But one has to tolerate such insults for the sake of
Krsna. The devotee of Krsna can accept any position in

the service of Krsna.

* Yoga indicates astanga-yoga. When meditation
on Visnu is prominent in that yoga, it becomes
Vaisnava-yoga.

* This meditation incorporating Visnu (or other
deities in meditation) is called sagarbha in the
yoga system.



Prooft of Reliable symptoms of Bhava-Bhakti (asa-
bandhah)

* Jnana refers to steadiness in brahman.

* Subha-karma refers, mainly, to varnasrama
activities.

* Good birth is the cause of attaining qualification
for the previously mentioned items of yoga,
jiana and karma.



Proot of Reliable symptoms of Bhava-Bhakti (asa-
bandhah)

* These other processes are shown as causes of
attaining the Lord, only because of the
accompanying pert I, which is
also mentioned in the list.

* Concerning voga, Kapila shows, in the Third
Canto of Bhagavatam , how yoga can be
combined with bhakti.




Proot of Reliable symptoms of Bhava-Bhakti (asa-
bandhah)

* The position of jiana, in relation to bhakti, is
shown in the Gita in _the verse brahma-bhiitah
prasannitma. (BG 18.54)

* Subha-karma should also be practiced with
bhakti, as illustrated by sa vai purisam paro
dharmo vato bhaktir adhoksaje—the culmina-

tion of religion is that varnasrama from which
bhakti to the Lord arises. (SB 1.2.6)

* “I have a thirst (asa) for attaining the Lord, not
motivated by prema for the Lord, but by desire
for my own happiness, since I have deeply

rooted desires for personal enjoyment, which are
ditficult to remove (acchedya-miula).

e Then what should I do?

| continue to hanker for You, because I think
that You can turn that material desire into
prema, since You are extra merciful to those who
are most delicient (hinarthadhika-sadhake).”

* The lack of qualification expressed in this verse

is only an ex-pression of humility (since he is
actually not fallen), and thus the verse is used as

an example of a person at the stage of rati.

 The strong conviction that one will certainly receive the
tavor of the Supreme Personality of Godhead is called_in
Sanskrit 4sa-bandha.

e Asa-bandha means to continue to think. "Because I'm
trying my best to follow the routine principles of

devotional service, I am sure that I will go back to
Godhead, back to home.*

* The purport is that under this heading of asa-bandha,
one should continue to hope against haope that some
way or other he will be able to approach the lotus feet
of the Supreme Lord.

It is stated in the Vedic literature that to purchase the
most valuable thing, Krsna consciousness, one has to
develop intense eagerness for achieving success.

* If the rati characterized by internal softness
(melting of the heart), or what appears to be so,
becomes visible in persons, such as those
desiring liberation, it should not be considered
real rati, because persons desiring liberation
have other desires.

* One should not think that if a person has strong
desires tor things other than Krsna, it can be
called rati for that particular object (for instance

rati for liberation).

* How is it possible for rati to appear where there
are desires for material enjoyment or liberation?

* There is a fault in their sadhana: they do not
perform pure bhakti.

e Pure bhakti means that it should not be mixed
with jfiana, karma or other unacceptable
elements.

* Such attraction for remembering Krsna's activities is
known as attachment for Krsna.

—

* There are impersonalist philosophers and mystics,
however, who by a show of devotional service want

ultimately to merge into the existence of the Supreme
Lord.

* They sometimes try to imitate a pure devotee's
sentiment for visiting the holy places where Krsna had
His pastimes, but they simply have a view for salvation,
and so their activities cannot be considered attachment.




Srila Prabhupada on this Verse

* It is said by Rupa Gosvami that the attachment
exhibited by pure devotees for Krsna cannot possibly be
perfected in the hearts of fruitive workers (karmis) or
mental speculators, because such attachment in pure
Krsna consciousness is very rare and not possible to
achieve even for many liberated persons.

* As stated in Bhagavad-gita, liberation from material
contamination is the stage at which devotional service
can be achieved. Ye¢rigiw L+t _ _ _

* For a person who simply wants to have liberation and
to merge into the impersonal brahma-jyoti, attachment
to Krsna is not possible to acquire.




Srila Prabhupada on this Verse

This attachment is very confidentially kept by Krsna
and is bestowed only upon pure devotees.

Even ordinary devotees cannot have such pure
attachment for Krsna.

Theretore, how is it possible for success to be achieved
by persons whose hearts are contaminated by the
actions and reactions of fruitive activities and who are
entangled by various types of mental speculation?

P

There are many so-called devotees who artificially think
of Krsna's pastimes known as asta-kaliya-lila.




Srila Prabhupada on this Verse

* Sometimes one may artificially imitate these, pretending
that Krsna is talking with him in the form of a boy, or
else one may pretend that Radharani and Krsna both
have come to him and are talking with him.

* Such characteristics are sometimes exhibited by the
impersonalist class of men, and they may captivate
some innocent persons who have no knowledge in the
science of devotional service.

* However, as soon as an experienced devotee sees all of
these caricatures, he can immediately evaluate such
rascaldom.




Srila Prabhupada on this Verse

* If such a pretender is sometimes seen possessing
imitative attachment to Krsna, that will not be
accepted as real attachment.

* It may be said, however, that such attachment
gives the pretender hope that he may eventually
rise onto the actual platform of pure devotional
service.
